
Celebrate History
The City of Rosenberg will relive history in honor of 

National Historic Preservation Month during the month of 
May. Taken in 1914, the photo below will be brought back to 
life when citizens gather on 3rd Street to recreate the image 
on Sunday, May 19, 2019 at 12:30 p.m. 

Spend the month of May celebrating the rich history of 
the City of Rosenberg, dating back to 1823 when Stephen F. 
Austin’s Old 300 settled in the area. The boom of the railroad 
along the Gulf Coast led Swiss emigrant and railroad tycoon, 
Henry Von Rosenberg, to the area. By the early 1880’s the 
railway extended all the way to Victoria and “Rosenberg” 
soon made its way on the map as a town. 

By the 1890’s the population increased to 800 people. 
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Schools were built, a mayor was elected, the police 
department was formed, and by 1909 the first cars had 
arrived. It wasn’t until 1930 that Main Street (3rd Street) 
was paved. 

Rosenberg has since surpassed many milestones that 
have led the City to become the thriving community it is 
today. Take your friends and family to Historic Downtown 
and enjoy the shopping and cuisine that Rosenberg has to 
offer.

Rich with 
history, the D&S Antiques Building was built in 1922 as the Callaway Ford Dealership. In 1936, the 
building sold to the Lane family for $4,100 – the original check still hangs on the wall.

Located at the corner of Avenue F and 2nd Street, the building became D&S Antiques in 2012. 
From original and handcrafted furniture, to novelty lamps, collectibles and trinkets, D&S Antiques 
has something to spark your interest. Items are artfully displayed in the near original building, giv-
ing the chance to take a plunge into history.

“We have a family atmosphere here,” said Ken Kalamasz, the owner of D&S Antiques. “We have 
complimentary refreshments every day to make it a welcoming atmosphere. We have free water, 
coffee, candy and cookies. When people try and pay for the refreshments I ask them to drop the 
money into a donation box I have instead. I take the money and donate it to Lunches of Love.”

There are 18 antique vendors located inside D&S Antiques, each with unique collectibles includ-
ing artwork, signs, dolls and vintage fishing and hunting items. 

“We have had a lot of repeat customers. One day we will sell tons of glassware, the next day we 
will sell all records. We have a variety of things here,” said Kalamasz.
